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It is so hard to believe but we have less
than two months until the end of this
Rotary year. (NOTE: As | write this
newsletter on April 30, 2008, there are
actually 61 days, six hours and twelve
minutes...not that anyone is counting)
Now is a good time to look back and not
just “sit on our laurels,” but see what we
all have yet to achieve. Has your club
reached its membership goal? Can you
give more to The Rotary Foundation?
Can your club’s current leadership do anything to help with the transition to next
year’s leadership? Can you end this year with a bang?

Aside from all of these things - and probably most importantly - are you satisfied
with what you did this year with your Rotary Club? Did you leave it better than it
was at the start of this year? If so, CONGRATULATIONS! And, | thank you! After
years of Rotary memberships declining in North and South America, this year we
saw an increase in membership. We have seen that strongly in our own district.
Although my goal was to see our district increase by 200 members, we won't get
there. However, we are nearly halfway to that total, which is a substantial increase
for us. Although the April numbers are not yet in, we have a net increase since
July 1, 2007 of around 80 members. Last year, the highest increase of any districts
in our 26 district combined zones (most of central and western United States,
except for California, Oregon and Washington) was 78 members. In our own Zone
(Texas, Oklahoma and western Louisiana), the highest gain last year was 30
members. We have clearly topped that! How did that happen? | cannot take
credit for it. It was YOU! Each of you club presidents were challenged to bring in
one new member each. Several of you brought in three and four members. You
also encouraged your member to do the same and they answered the call. Most
importantly, although clubs usually have an average ten percent loss of
membership each year, you limited that. | believe it was through better programs,
better fellowship, and more Rotary education. | always like to quote the Cub Scout
Motto which is, “Do Your Best.” Your best might be better or worse than my best.
However, if you did your best, then you should have no regrets about your Rotary
service this year. | am very happy with my Rotary service this year. | accomplished
most of what | wanted.




| poured my heart into Rotary, because | committed to do so. If you have not done your best this year, it
is not too late! If you feel you could still do some things better, why not get started? Even if you don’t
accomplish it this year, if you get something started that will make your club better, than you are doing
the right thing. Two places where | did not achieve my goals for this year were in starting an Interact
Club and in starting up a new, additional Rotary Club. However, | have placed plans in action in both of
those areas that will achieve results next year. So, although I'd like to take credit for them this year - in
my year as Governor - | am just as content to know that next year we will achieve those goals. My point
is that it is not too late! You can still end the year doing your best. However, you have to WANT to do
your best. Often, this late in the term, all you are doing is looking at the finish line, and not concentrating
on what lies on the road between here and there. It is regularly noted that Rotary clubs lose most of
their members in the last quarter of the year, because enthusiasm is often waning and projects fall
apart. Don’t let that happen! Finish strong! Win the race!

| appreciate all that each of you has done for Rotary. From the club presidents to the officers to the
active Rotarians who sustain our clubs each week: thank you. You did show that “Rotary Shares.”
You've set the stage so that, next year, we can “Make Dreams Real.” So, in our remaining 61 days,
five hours and 42 minutes (not that anyone is counting), let’s continue to work for the betterment of
Rotary. Let’s make sure we leave Rotary better than it was when we started this year.
